	In a small fishing village in Cuba, an old man by the name of Santiago is discussing his 84 days without catching a fish to his friend and protégé, Manolin. The two banter back and forth about luck, baseball, and, of course, fishing. The boy’s parents have told him that he must switch boats due to Santiago’s bad luck. However, we also know that Santiago was able to catch big fish for three weeks after a prior drought of 87 days. It seems Manolin would prefer to fish with the old man, but seeing the boy as his equal, Santiago tells him to stay with the lucky boat. At one point, Manolin decides to bring Santiago a beer, further establishing their friendly relationship. Toward the middle of this section, Santiago  heads home and we see the “relics of his wife,” which suggest she has passed away. We can see that Santiago is very poor as he has little furniture and even pretends he has enough to eat. In the end of this section, Santiago sleeps and dreams of lions, which are different than the dreams he used to have. The lions play like cats on the beach.
	In the exposition of this text, I have a number of questions. Why does Santiago value baseball and Joe DiMaggio so much? Is this something significant, or merely just a friendly discussion between two men? It seems interesting that Santiago allows the boy to go to another boat. This may suggest his integrity – he does not want to burden someone else, especially the boy who has much to learn. Hemingway doesn’t give much detail, but what is included gives me a good picture of the setting. I can picture the fishermen on the shore and see Santiago’s room very clearly in my mind’s eye. I can even picture Santiago, specifically his eyes, which Hemingway seemed to intentionally focus on. At this point, I think Santiago will end his unlucky streak. It seems pretty obvious that Hemingway wanted us to notice this – essentially one conflict. I think that Santiago will come out triumphant with lots of fish or maybe even end up helping others out at sea. He seems very determined to push forward even though he hasn’t caught a fish in a long time. I would probably give up. I went fishing one time, didn’t catch anything, and haven’t gone back since. Another issue for me was the dream about the lions. I don’t really understand this part. It seemed rather significant because it was detailed and was measured against the dreams he used to have. Are the lions symbolic? Is this just an indicator of Santiago’s age compared to the rest of the people in the book? Describing the lions like cats makes me think that even though lions are wild animals, they are sweet. Perhaps this is representative of Santiago himself? I have no real predictions about Manolin at this point, except that he will have to choose to either leave the old man or fish with him later, which could potentially cause problems with his family. I find it interesting the way their relationship is developed. They definitely do not seem like an old man and a boy – more like equals. I don’t know how old the boy is, but I’m guessing he’s roughly in his early teens. Boy, to me, suggests about 12, but he could be older. I suspect the boy and the old man will have to work together at some point in order for Santiago to successfully catch a fish. In terms of Hemingway in general, this book is similar to his other books in style, but it seems much more “tame” than his others. There isn’t a lot of drinking or sadness (yet), and there are no women, unless you count his deceased wife. 
	Style: Hemingway’s sentence structure is simple and free of much adornment. He is detailed in some ways – describing the setting – but he doesn’t spend much time on minutiae. 
Literary Devices: There are few literary devices at this point. The dream could be foreshadowing potentially, but I will have to read on to see if that is true. 

Themes: A possible theme could be centered around perseverance. The old man seems unphased by the fact that he has not caught a fish in 84 days. He also talks about DiMaggio and being “himself again.” This implies that he never quits, even when he is losing. 

Another theme might be suggested in friendship. The boy and the old man seem to have a strong bond that will probably develop more throughout the story.

Narration: This book has an omniscient narrator who can tell the thoughts of all characters and explain the characters’ dreams and actions, even when the character does not.
