Important FAFSA/WASFA changes 

Big changes are coming to financial aid applications this year! The 2024-25 FAFSA (Free 

Application for Federal Student Aid) will not be available until December 2023. The WASFA 

(Washington Application for State Financial Aid) will also be delayed until the FAFSA opens. 

 

Applications usually open October 1 of a student’s senior year, so this is a major shift in the college 

planning process. The good news is that this delay is due to positive changes. The FAFSA form will 

be shorter and less complex, more students will be eligible for federal Pell Grants, and the average 

Pell award will be larger. Stay tuned for more information and find resources from the Washington Student Achievement Council. 

 

Online safety tips 

• Keep the computer in a busy area of your home. 

• Use an app to keep an eye on your child’s online activity on their device. 

• Talking about cyberbullying; ask if someone they know has been a victim. Ask if they have been victimized. 

• Set up email and social media accounts with your children. Know their screen names and passwords and explain the 

reasons for not including any personal information in profiles.
