Primary Subject Area: 
Sports Medicine 
Integrated Subjects:

Course Description: 
This course continues the Sports Medicine 1 curriculum and will give the student a deeper understanding of athletic injuries and the healing process. The students will continue to learn more areas of the body and special considerations with athletics.  The students are also required to be enrolled in the Sports Medicine Internship class.

21st Century Skills:  Each student will demonstrate the performance of specific “21st Century Skills” to help prepare them for the modern workforce.   These include the Basic Skills of reading, writing, mathematics, speaking and listening; Thinking Skills such as creative thinking, problem-solving, decision making and visualization; People Skills, including social, negotiation, leadership, teamwork and cultural diversity; and Personal Qualities such as self-esteem, self-management and responsibility.  They will be embedded in assignments over the semester and checked off as completed. 
Attendance/Tardies:  The school attendance policy is stated in the student planner. Attendance is taken daily.  Students are expected to attend all class periods.  I expect you to be in the classroom and ready to learn before the bell rings.  We have been asked to write referrals for every 3 tardies a student has.  

Late work: Assignments may be turned in late but will not be worth full credit.  Generally, approximately 10% is subtracted for each school day the assignment is late. After 5 days, they may only earn 50% of the original score.  If the student is excused absent when the assignment is given or due, it is the student’s responsibility to make up the work in a timely manner in order not to lose points.
