Course Description

move beyond reader response to apply multiple perspectives to complex texts. The
Everett School District adopted the Springboard English Curriculum that is aligned with
the Common Core State Standards (CCSS). . Students will register for the course online
through SpringBoard and will have online access to all materials and resources provided
by SpringBoard.

Students will be able to:

e Demonstrate an awareness of the strategies used to communicate for a
variety of audiences, contexts, cultures, and perspectives.

e Demonstrate the ability to comprehend and evaluate writing, speakin
and multi-media.

e Research and incorporate evidence of different types from multiple
sources in order to support the purpose of their communication.

e Without significant scaffolding and prompting, demonstrate the ability to
direct their own learning.

Late Work Policies
