Re: NEW PROCEDURES FOR 2020-2021

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

Operation School Bell will be working with participating school districts to meet the needs of as many students as
possible during this time of remote learning and pandemic protocols. We know that all involved will need to be
flexible as we adapt to a new and, hopefully temporary, service model.

Students qualify for services when they:
e Demonstrate need for clothing
e Qualify for free and reduced lunch program or show significant need
e Are enrolled in PreK through grade 12

General guidelines:
e Operation School Bell services will begin October 1, 2020.
e We will be serving students in elementary school with this fall’s service model. Due to sizing difficulties, middle
school students will be served when they can come to our building to select and try on their clothes.
e  We will continue to work with students that have an emergency need.
e An Operation School Bell Service Request Form as well as an order form must be completed for each student.
Both school personnel and parent/guardian signatures are required.

e Only the attached 2020-2021 Student Request form will be accepted. We are providing the form in English and
in Spanish.

New procedures for the 2020-2021 school year:
e Attached to this email and posted on the Assistance League website are the service request forms for 2020-
2021, children’s sizes order form, adult sizes order form and children’s shoe sizing template.

e School personnel will print off and send home a service request form for each student as well as the appropriate
order form.

e Parents will complete and return to the school the service request form and order form.

e School personnel will drop off at our building or mail in completed forms. We encourage schools to wait until
they have at least 10 completed packets before returning them to OSB.

e 0SB volunteers will fill and bag the orders. When a school’s orders have been filled, OSB will contact the school
for pick-up.

e School personnel will pick-up their bags and distribute them to their students.

e School personnel do not need to schedule appointments. Schools can turn in orders as often as they need to
although, as mentioned above, working in batches of 10 or more will be more efficient.



TEEN RETAIL:

Our Teen Retail Program will be significantly different than years past. There will not be Teen Retail shopping nights this
year. Assistance League volunteers will distribute Fred Meyer gift cards to school counselors. The counselors will then

distribute them to students who qualify for assistance. The students will have several months to purchase school related
items.

Teen Retail information will be emailed directly to the high school counselors in September. Counselors may contact

ECEAP

The preschool ECEAP program will operate as it has in the past. Our ECEAP coordinator, Wanda Corcoran, will be in
contact with the ECEAP program managers the first of September.
