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From the Principal:

We hope this March newsletter finds you well. We are thrilled to
report that in the next few weeks, all of our PK-5 'hybrid’ students
will be back at school. Though our hybrid school day and week are
still far from ‘typical,” it's still exciting and encouraging to be moving
toward a full reopening. We recognize that the changes we are
asking our students and families to make in order to implement the
hybrid model are significant in many cases. We acknowledge the
hardship caused when a change of teacher is needed at this late date
in the school year. We'd like you to know that since the beginning of
the school year, teachers have worked together more closely than
ever to stay consistent, aligned and connected in their work, to
ensure that the transitions we are now in the midst of could happen
as smoothly as possible. Additionally, each of our grade level teams
has worked together to collectively share the responsibility for each
student in the grade level, regardless of teacher. As we continue to
reconfigure classes and teachers as needed, please know that our
staff has dedicated considerable time, focus and energy to making
this as positive an experience as possible.

We are moving into the part of our school year that traditionally
offers us our most concentrated teaching and learning time. So,
while implementing the hybrid transition, we are also narrowing our
K-5 instructional efforts in on the most essential Common Core State
Standards for each grade and targeting newly identified learning
priorities from our analysis of the i-Ready Winter Diagnostic data.

All students have now resumed their i-Ready lesson instruction, after
completing the Winter Diagnostic. Thank you for encouraging your
child(ren) to complete their weekly lessons in Reading and Math, as
an important way for them to progress in their own individualized
learning path.
