Guiding Principles for Parents Teaching from Home

Understanding the “why” behind teaching practices can help
parents create meaningful and effective at-home learning
opportunities during the pandemic. As you and your students shift
to at-home learning it will require equal parts patience and
tenacity. This will be messy, and it is OK parents to try and fail.

Below are some basic principles, that provide an overarching
structure to your approach and can make the learning more
productive and long-lasting.

ESTABLISH A ‘FLEXIBLE LEARNING’ SPACE - When
students can tailor the space to their work they feel more engaged
and are more productive, so encourage your student to move the
furniture and props to fit their learning needs. You’ll want to
maintain some structure and set clear expectations. But create a
balance between offering structured space and allowing your
student to choose where they can learn and engage most
comfortably

ALLOW FREQUENT ‘BRAIN BREAKS’ - For parents and
students, a back-to-back schedule of activities is overwhelming.
Teachers pepper brain breaks throughout the day so students can
process the information they’ve learned more effectively. Studies
show that brains at rest—also called the ‘default mode’ are still
busy processing information. Commonly, younger students need
more breaks, but students of all ages benefit from them. For young
students’ brain breaks improve attention span. Breaking lessons
into smaller, more manageable chunks helps students focus. Older
students need breaks every 20-30 minutes to maintain focus and
energy.

CONSOLIDATE LEARNING - At home, prioritize opportunities to engage in active learning through
discussion, writing, or producing art, over more passive practices such as re-reading or rote notetaking.
Learning requires repeated, active manipulation of the materials being learned.

Many studies reveal that teaching what you’ve learned to someone else—to a parent or to another sibling—is
also a highly effective way to consolidate learning and make it stick.

ENCOURAGE PRODUCTIVE STRUGGLE

Encourage your student to engage in productive struggle and praise them for their persistence. Research
shows that when students solve problems that are challenging, but still within their abilities, they deepen
their learning. Allow students to wrestle with problems before intervening.

CONSIDER PASSIONS AND PLAY

In many parts of the world, schooling at home will continue for next several months. Help your student
move beyond a compliance mindset—"I've completed my work; can I go now?"— by building in time for
passion projects and fun. You want your student to have intrinsic motivation to keep working hard, so use
school at home as an opportunity for deeper learning using their environment to explore different
subjects. Household activities like cooking or organizing offer the opportunity to develop problem-solving
skills. Music, art, drawing, and dance are highly engaging activities that also improve language skills,
mental focus, empathy, and creativity.

Finally, in the hustle of academic work, don’t forget the importance of play. Not only does it provide relief
for the brain after challenging analytical tasks like math or science, but exercise can actually alter brain
structure in ways that improve memory, attention, mood, and cognitive function. Unstructured play with
few rules and lots of room for imagination gives kids a space and time to practice social-emotional skills
and creative problem-solving.

Attendance procedures

We look forward to teaching your child every day. Regular attendance is important, and

we will work with you to ensure your child is engaged in learning to benefit from an
excellent education. If your child will miss remote learning, please email the school at

their attendance email address, which you can find on the school website.

If email is not possible, and even if you leave a message with the school attendance line,

please send a written note to the school office within 30 days. Teachers will use digital
Gradebook attendance to log student attendance daily. K-5 students will have attendance taken daily at the beginning of the day during

their morning meeting. Grades 6-12 will have attendance taken in every class period.

2020-21 Immunization Changes

The way schools collect immunization records and comply with immunization rules has changed for the 2020-21 school year. As of
August 1, 2020, a change in state immunization rules has affected three areas of immunization compliance:
e  The definition of “conditional status” has been clarified. Students must turn in their immunization
paperwork on or before the first day of in-person learning.
e  All new immunization records from students need to be medically verified.

e  The Tdap vaccine requirement for 6th through 12th graders has been changed to a 7th through 12th grade requirement.

A medically verified record includes one or more of the following and can be submitted by email to

EPS.BuildingRN.MailList@everettsd.org:

e A Certificate of Immunization Status (CIS) printed from the Immunization Information System

e A physical copy of the CIS with a healthcare provider signature

e A physical copy of the CIS accompanying medical immunization records from a healthcare provider verified and signed by
school staff

e A CIS printed from your MyIR account.

Kids in Transition (KIT) program supports students who qualify as homeless under the
federal McKinney-Vento Homeless Act. Students without a fixed, regular, and adequate
nighttime residence may qualify. The KIT program works to eliminate barriers to students’
academic success and extra-curricular involvement. We ensure students experiencing
homelessness have access to free school meals, school supplies, and uniforms. KIT can help
students access extended day or summer school classes and provide access to tutoring when
needed. The KIT Program can also cover fees required to take part in activities such

as school-sponsored sports, clubs, and required class fees. KIT transports eligible students
to maintain school stability, as long as the commute is in the best interest of the student.

Last year, Everett Public Schools served over 1,100 homeless students at some time during the school year. For more information, visit
the KIT website or contact the KIT Program at 425-385-4032.

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Cambios a las inmunizaciones/vacunas 2020-21

La manera en que las escuelas recolectan sus récords de vacunacion para satisfacer los reglamentos de inmunizacion ha cambiado para
el afio escolar 2020-21. A partir del 1 de agosto de 2020, un cambio en los reglamentos estatales de inmunizacién afect6 tres areas:
e La definicion de “estado condicional (conditional status)” ha sido aclarada. Los estudiantes deberan entregar sus
documentos de inmunizacién el primer dia o antes del primer dia de su aprendizaje en persona.
e Todos los récords de inmunizacién/vacunacion de los estudiantes necesitan ser verificados medicamente.
e Elrequisito de la vacuna DTP (en inglés Tdap) para los alumnos del 6to al 12vo grado ha cambiado a ser requisito para

alumnos del 7mo grado al 12vo grado.

e  Un certificado de estado de inmunizacion (CIS) impreso del sistema de informacion de inmunizaciones.

verificado y firmado por el personal escolar.

e  Un certificado CIS impreso desde su cuenta MyIR.
