To enter Penny Creek, use the furthest west entrance. Please follow the flow of the map HERE to arrive at the east side gym door. Please 

remain in your vehicle. A staff member will deliver your student’s materials to you. To support the flow of traffic, have your student’s 

first and last name with teacher name on a paper ready to show the staff member or posted on your passenger side window. Social 

distancing guidelines must be followed at all times.  If you are unable to pick up your student’s supplies, please email the teacher to 

make alternate arrangements for the items. 

 

Elementary conferences are right around the corner! 
March 24 and the week of March 29 through April 2, elementary students will be dismissed 2.5 hours early at 1:00 p.m. Teachers will be 

preparing on March 24 and parent conferences during the week of March 29 through April 2, will be conducted via phone or Zoom 

video. Middle and high school students will continue their regular schedules. 

 

Penny Creek Attendance Corner  

If your student is absent from school, please email the teacher and the attendance office at pceattendance@everettsd.org to let us know 

the reason for the absence.  Notifications to the office need to arrive within 30 days of the absence. After that time, the absences will be 

considered unexcused for no contact. There is also a direct link on our webpage at: https://www.everettsd.org/pennycreek.   

Did you have a medical appointment for your child, or they were sick, and you brought them to the doctor? If so, 

make sure to ask for a medical note that you can email to the attendance office. Those absences can then be coded as 

a medical excuse.  

 

Arrival and Dismissal Procedures 
Many of our students arrive and depart from Penny Creek on assigned school buses. For those families that transport students to and 

from school by cars, we have designated specific arrival and departure options.  Student safety is our number one priority at Penny 

Creek and we ask that you read through the option that applies to your grade level and follow the arrival and dismissal directions listed. 

For the safety of your students please note the following: 

• Morning arrival time begins at 9:00 a. m. Please remain in your vehicle and have your student depart the car from the 

passenger curb side door.  

o KK/1st Grade drop off/pick up location is at the front of the school building. 

o 2nd to 5th Grade drop off/pick up location is by the undercovered playground area. 

• Arrival after 9:15 a.m.: Please park your vehicle and walk your student into the office where you can sign them in. Students

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Changes to a student’s daily going home plan 

Occasionally, you may need to change the plan of how your child is going home at the end of the school day.  If this is the case for your 

family, we ask that a guardian sends an email to the school office at PennyCreek@everettsd.org and the classroom 

teacher by 2:45 pm. Please include the name of your student, their teacher, and the change of plan.  Our office will then deliver this 

information to your student.  This method of communication helps to support our staff with accurate dismissal information.    
 

 

Checking out a Penny Creek student during the school day 
Sometimes it is necessary for a parent/guardian to pick up a student before Penny Creek’s dismissal time.  To help us prepare, please 

send a note or email the school office at PennyCreek@everettsd.org in advance, letting us know the specific date, time and who will be 

picking up your child. Students who are dismissed during the school day must be signed out from the school office by their 

parent/guardian (or adult designee) before leaving the school grounds.  If an adult designee is coming to check out your child, a note or 

email to the school office at PennyCreek@everettsd.org must be submitted by the guardian to confirm.   Students will be called from the 

classroom for dismissal once the parent/guardian (or adult designee) arrives at the office. For the safety and security of students, we will 

ask for photo identification. 

 

How can you use phonemic awareness word games at home? 
Phonological awareness is simple to support at home - all you need is language!  These activities or word games can extend beyond the 

classroom lesson and can be a lot of fun. 

 

• You can ask your child to isolate the first sound in people’s names or ask your child to think of words that begin with the 

same sound as their name.  (i.e. Sam, /ssss/, Sam.  What other words begin with /s/ like Sam?  Possible responses: silver, 

star, sun, same, sort, sick, see, etc) 

• Can your child segment or chop a big word into syllables? Do you have a long last name that they can chop into syllables?  

(i.e. understand, un-der-stand or picnic, pic-nic) Remember, these words are spoken aloud, not seen in print. 

• Can they delete the first sound from their name and say what is left?  (i.e. Mark, without /m/, what’s left is?  Answer: -ark) 

• When I say 3 sounds, /d-o-g/, what’s the word?  (dog) Try this with other simple words that have 2 or 3 sounds (toe, cat, 

sock). 

• What happens if I change the first sound /b/ in bake to /l/?  The word is lake. 

 

Because these activities are spoken aloud, they require no preparation and can take place anywhere!  You may find this is a fun way to 

pass time in the car, swinging on the swings at the park, or when you are outside on a walk.
