If background music is 
used, cite it on the entry form.  
  
Music Composition: All music styles and combinations of instrumentation are accepted. Entrant must be the 
composer and may also be the performer, or one of the performers. Notation (score/tabulature) in PDF format is 
required for middle school division.
