In honor of Women'’s History Month, we highlight Maria Montessori. Bornin 1870
when education for women was rare, she became one of the first female physicians in Italy.
Initially, she worked in psychiatry, focusing on children with disabilities, which sparked her
interest in education. While working with children, Montessori observed that some
responded better to hands-on learning than traditional rote memorization.

In 1907, she opened herfirst classroom in a poor neighborhood in Rome. Here, she
introduced child-sized furniture, hands-on learning materials, and an emphasis on choice
and independence—all revolutionary ideas at the time. The success of this classroom led
to worldwide interest in her approach.

Montessori’s work spread rapidly, leading to the opening of Montessori schools across
Europe and the U.S. She trained teachers worldwide and published several books,
including The Montessori Method, which remains a cornerstone of early childhood
education.
