Elementary Summer Experience will provide your child
with instruction in reading, writing, math, and science.
The daily schedule includes 60 minutes of science, 60
minutes of reading and writing in small groups, 60
minutes of math, and 15 minutes of Second Step social
skills. Students will participate in a variety of engaging
and fun activities that will build their vocabulary and
improve their skills. Math content will focus on number
sense, place value, and operations and algebraic thinking.
Students will have access to the school library for weekly
book checkout to encourage summer reading. The class
will have approximately 15 students with one teacher
and para-educator support.
