New graduation requirement pathways for class of 2021 and beyond

The Washington State Legislature recently passed a bill creating multiple pathways to graduation. School districts
are required to administer the Smarter Balanced Assessment in both mathematics and English language arts
(ELA) to all 10th graders. Passing each of these assessments is the first “pathway” among a set of multiple
pathways to graduate. Students identify their pathway in their High School and Beyond Plan. Students in the class
of 2021 and beyond must still earn 24 credits to obtain a high school diploma.

Students must satisfy at least one math AND one ELA pathway as listed below:
