From the Principal

Dear Cascade Families,

I hope you are well as we move into Spring. With the excitement of beginning our sports’
programs, and beginning to see students slowly re-enter schools, the signs of change are
not limited this year to the season but take on a whole new meaning for all of us. Hope
springs eternal, as I think we all feel and hope for positive progress as we move forward.

At the end of February, traditional fall sports begin. We are in the first few days of our
athletic programs, but I am extremely hopeful that these signs point to progress, even if it’s
slower than we all want it to be. Usually in March, all students will be preparing for what
comes next. For our 12t graders, that means working towards a strong finish and
graduation. For students in grades 9-11, that means registering for next year’s courses. For
current 8t graders, that means the start of the exciting transition into high school.

As we move into this season, students in grades 8-11 will be pre-registering for their classes
for the 2021-2022 school year. Naturally this is a process that can cause anxiety in many,
and in this remote environment, just the uncertainty of our daily lives can add to that
anxiety. However, it does not have to create anxiety. Our registration process begins in full
at the end of February, with schoolwide messaging and distribution of the course catalog
for high school. Our students have High School and Beyond Plans in Naviance, which if you
haven’t or don’t know how to access, please have your student show you. It’s one of the

ways to engage them in a conversation about their future educational, career, and life plans.

As students move into March, each student will have a period session with their counselor
to select their courses for next year. The goal is to support both their progress towards
meeting state graduation requirements as well as moving them towards their goals for their
future. The 2021-2022 course catalog will be provided digitally, and I ask that you please

take some time to talk and review their plans for the next school with them. I strongly encourage helping your student find the
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appropriate balance between academic challenge and school-extracurricular-life balance. With only 4 years in high school, we want to
ensure that the time they spend challenges, enriches, and supports them in becoming confident and strong adults.

To learn more about course offerings and better support their academic planning, we will be communicating with you about various
opportunities this spring for you to engage. At any time however, if you have any questions about registration, please do not hesitate to
contact myself, your student’s administrator, or counselor. We want to help make the best decisions for our students’ futures.

CAREER Summer 2021 Program Offerings

Everett Public Schools is expanding the Career Link Program this summer to include opportunities for students in all grade levels,
including incoming 9" Graders! We are excited to offer the following three summer courses, which all provide students an opportunity to
learn about and work with local businesses. Each program is unique and allows students to complete one course or all three during
their high school career.

Career Link — Exploration (.5 CTE Credit)

Geared Towards: Current 8" and 9" Graders

Structure: Virtual w/ synchronous zooms 2-3 times per week (6/28 - 8/5)

Description: Provides students a look at career opportunities in career clusters that are aligned with
their abilities, interests and personalities to formulate academic and careers goals, while creating a
plan for achievement of those goals through high school course and beyond planning. The 6-week
summer course is focused on supporting in-coming freshman and current freshman with an
intentional effort to recruit students who can benefit from additional guidance prior to entering high
school. Special Education, EL, low income, and AVID students will especially benefit from this
course.

Career Link — Mentorship (.5 CTE Credit)

Geared Towards: Current 10" and 11* Graders

Structure: Virtual w/ synchronous zooms 2-3 times per week (6/28 - 8/5)

Description: Provides students a look at career opportunities in career clusters that are aligned with
their abilities, interests and personalities to formulate academic and careers goals, while creating a
plan for achievement of those goals through high school course and beyond planning. Groups will
work closely with a mentor to discuss solutions and ideas while applying problem problem-solving,
collaboration, project management, human relations, presentation skills, and networking skills.

Career Link — Internship (.5 CTE Credit)

Geared Towards: Current 11" Graders

Structure: 90-hour in person job internship (days/times may vary)

Description: The Everett School District is partnered with the City of Everett to create the Everett
Career Link program. The program serves to link local businesses with emerging local talent for a 90-
hour summer internship. The program gives students a chance to “learn before they earn” by
showing what it is like to work in a specific job or work environment while earning credit. The
internship program is targeted towards current sophomores and juniors from all four high schools.

Unfortunately, we are unable to administer the WLA to students in grades 9 and 10 this school year. Significant logistical and technical
problems, along with on-going safety concerns, have required that we cancel the registration of 9t and 10 grade students for fall
testing. Spring registration is not open to 9" and 10th grade students. Students in 9t and 10t grade are encouraged to register for WLA
again in the fall and in the meantime, you can practice for the test using the information on the World Language Assessment Practice
