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Hello Tambark Creek Families!  I hope the snowy weather is behind us now.  We appreciate your patience and understanding around safety.  Safety is our number one focus at school.  Safety protocals are embedded in our arrival and dismissal procedures, recess, school-wide student expectations, and our PTSA events.  As I mentioned in last month’s newletter, we have student safety concerns at our PTSA evening events. Students and their siblings are not allowed in any of our hallways or on the stairs.  We lock the cooridoors and block off the stairs to prevent students from entering those areas. Also, no children should ever be climbing on the cafeteria tables or going up on the stage behind the curtains.  Mrs. Beane and I will be reminding all parents and students of our safety expectations at the beginning of 
each PTSA event.  

Morning drop off 
Beginning on Monday, February 3, students may be dropped off all along the east side of the car lane. This is a change from our current drop off procedures located directly in front of the school. It is our plan to have one adult on this side of the walkway to monitor the safety of students. Students will be required to exit cars independently. Students should not exit cars on the drivers side without the assistance of an adult. If your child needs assistance, we ask that you park and walk your child. The passing lane will remain close and we ask for your continued patience. A friendly reminder: No students should be dropped off in the parking lot. This area is unsafe. Also, students are not permitted on campus before 8:50AM. There is no supervision. 

Bus Lane and the road on the east side of our school
It has come to our attention that families are dropping students off on the east side of our school in the bus lane and at the stop sign. Students need to be dropped off in front of the school in the designated area for student safety. The district facilities and planning will be constructing speedbumps on the road that runs along the east side of the school by the bus loop.  We have witnessed several vehicles going over the 20MPH speed limit.  This is a school zone and speed limits are strickly enforced.  Please drive slow for the safety of our students.

The Educational Effectiveness Survey (EES) is given each year to parents, students in grades 3-5 and staff members across the district.  The survey will open on February 19 and close on April 3.  It will be available online and we will post the link on our websight.  The information we receive from the survey provides the district with feedback and suggestions on ways in which we can improve our practices.  Thank you for taking the time to complete the survey.

From the Counselor

Our Second Step work by grade level is below.  If you are interested in seeing this curriculum please let me know!
Here are some of the focus areas we have explored this month:
Kindergarten – We have continued our work on our calming down skills – 1. Put your hands on your tummy 2. Say “Stop”.  3. Name your feeling. 4. Take belly breaths/ Count/Use self-Talk.  We have focused on Calming Down Strong Feeling; Handling Waiting; Managing Anger.
1st Grade – We have continued to work on Emotional Management.  Calming down anger and using Self-Talk with our Calm Down Strategies – 1. Stop-Use your signal.  2. Name your feeling. 3. Calm down: Breathe, Count, Use positive self-talk.
2nd Grade – We continued working on Problem Solving.  Our Focus was on taking responsibility and applying our problem solving skills to playground problems. Problem Solving Steps – 1. “S” Say the problem 2. “T” Think of solutions 3. “E” Explore consequences 4. “P” Pick the best solution. Second grade is finishing our Second Step lessons this month.
3rd Grade – Using our Problem Solving Steps to propose several solutions for a given problem in response to scenarios.  Problem Solving Steps – 1. “S” Say the problem 2. “T” Think of solutions 3. “E” Explore consequences 4. “P” Pick the best solution.                             
4th Grade – We worked on generating safe and respectful solutions to a problem, identifying consequences of potential solutions, and selecting an appropriate solution to a problem. We also worked on acknowledging mistakes, making an apology, and offering to make amends.  
5th Grade – We worked on generating safe and respectful solutions to a problem, identifying consequences of potential solutions, and selecting an appropriate solution to a problem.  We also worked on using assertiveness skills and problem solving steps to resist peer pressure.
New Friendship groups will be coming soon! 
3rd through 5th grades will have the opportunity to learn how to crochet during lunch recess on Tuesdays and Wednesdays starting soon.  Rather than going outside for recess they will have the opportunity to sit in the Commons area with the counselor, developing friendships, along with learning to crochet.  
Please ask your student(s) what they are learning about in Second Step.  Let me know if you have any questions!

February’s Harvest of the Month is truly magical! Although fondly referred to as a fruit – this harvest is best described as a seed or a legume, but it goes by the name - beans! This magical food is high in protein and provides 9-13 grams of fiber per serving! That is almost ½ the daily amount of recommended fiber intake! Fiber is the true superfood – high intake of fiber is associated with good heart health, decreased risk of cardiac arrest and stroke and decreased incidence of certain cancers, such as colon cancer. Exposing students to beans NOW increases the likelihood that beans will remain in their diet through adulthood. Which means, in summary, serving our students beans impacts their future health and longevity.
