English Learning Corner with Mrs. Perkins/
Rincdén de aprendizaje de inglés con la Sra. Perkins

If your student is an English Learner, they may be eligible for extra supports. At Monroe Elementary, your student may qualify for an
Imagine Language and Literacy license and Pre-Teach Small Groups.

Imagine Language and Literacy is an online tool for English learners to use in place of iReady. IL&L accelerates English learning
through oral language, academic vocabulary, reading, and strategic first-language support. Students who have IL should spend 20-30
minutes per day using the program.

Pre-Teach Small Groups are a support for English Learners in which they receive 20 minutes of instruction with a teacher that pre-
teaches language and vocabulary they will be using in their own classroom. Pre-Teach uses the REACH curriculum, which corresponds
to the student’s grade level REACH for Reading curriculum, so that Pre-Teach prepares students for the material that they will be
learning in English, reading, and writing in class.

Imagine Language and Literacy es una herramienta en linea que los estudiantes de inglés pueden usar en lugar de iReady.
IL&L acelera el aprendizaje del inglés a través del lenguaje oral, vocabulario académico, lectura y apoyo estratégico en el
primer idioma. Los estudiantes que tienen IL deben pasar de 20 a 30 minutos por dia usando el programa.

Los grupos pequeiios de pre-enseiianza son un apoyo para los estudiantes de inglés en los

que reciben 20 minutos de instruccion con un maestro que les ensefia previamente el lenguaje y

el vocabulario que usaran en su propia clase. Pre-Teach utiliza el plan de estudios REACH, que corresponde al plan

de estudios REACH for Reading del nivel de grado del estudiante, de modo que Pre-Teach prepara a los estudiantes para el material
que aprenderan en inglés, lectura y escritura en clase.
