That ’s because children 
learn everything best through play!  

● Research has found that children acquire the fol-
lowing skil ls through play: self-regulation, empathy, 
cooperation, direction-following, concentration, fo-
cus and paying attention, persistence, turn taking 
and sharing. 

● Play is one of the best ways for children to learn 
“self-regulation” because when children are invested 
in play they are more likely to compromise to keep 
play going.
