An icon inside the app also gives a shortcut
to deposit funds for your student's lunch account. To make a payment, look for the
green chef's hat icon.

The free mobile app is available
in the online iTunes® and Google Play® app stores. Once you've downloaded the
app, log in to “student info” with your LMS password to see student-specific infor-
mation for each of your children.

Go private — keep privacy settings high and limit location services when possible

Log out — especially after using shared computers
