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About the Calendar Guide

The Cultural and Religious Calendar Guide is comprised of two calendars:

« Impact calendar (English & Spanish): A one-page calendar that provides an overview of high-
impact observances broken into three categories - cultural days of significance recognition and or
awareness.

« Cultural and religious calendar: A multi-faith calendar which includes significant religious, ethnic
and cultural observances that reflect the diversity within our community.

Note that Baha'i, Jewish and Islamic holidays begin at dusk or sundown on the first date listed. Muslim
holiday dates may vary based on the interpretations of the lunar calendar.

Calendar System

The dates of secular holidays are based on the Gregorian calendar, which is commonly used for civil
dating purposes. Many religions and cultures follow various traditional calendar systems that are often
based on the phases of the moon with occasional adjustments for the solar cycle. Therefore, specific
Gregorian calendar dates for these observances will differ from year to year and may vary by
geographical location according to different sects within a given religion.
